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As you leave the A44 autobahn you arrive directly into the 
Exhibition Site where overhead gantries direct you to the park-
ing area, in our case, to the parking without electricity (ohne 
Strom).  To obtain electricity is virtually impossible, as it ap-
pears many of the exhibitors take the majority of available 
places.  Also I would suggest that electricity is really unneces-
sary as in August there is still evening light and the tempera-
ture warm. 
Stewards direct you to your parking place in long lines, on 
hard standing with wide grass avenues in between.  The daily 
cost for parking between 10 a.m. and 4 p.m. is 13 Euros or 10 
Euros for Club members, (such as Caravan Club).  A parking 

ticket entitles 
the holder to 
stay the night 
prior to or im-
mediately after 

the period of the daily ticket. This means if you arrive after 4 
p.m. you can ‘overnight’  and your parking ticket for the next 
day, (or how many days you intend to stay), gives you the  
opportunity to stop over the following night (s) too.  
All facilities are provided at a centre on site including water 
points and dump stations but these are likely to be heavily 
used and I suggest you arrive already topped up.  Depending 
on your location you could be a good walk away from the   
actual service point. The exhibition halls are a kilometre or so 
away from the parking, but a continuous FREE bus service is 
operated from a road running down the centre of the parking 
areas.  You can buy either a one or two day entrance ticket for 
the Salon.  Should you wish the same ticket allowed travel on 
the railway train that operates directly from the Dusseldorf 
Messe station for a trip into Dusseldorf itself.  A free bus ser-
vice is also provided in the evening to the city centre. 
As you leave a one way system directs you from the site to the 
autobahn – all in all it is a well-organised site with hundreds 
of arrivals and departures at all times. 

We had a mini-meet @ Dusseldorf - 29-31 August 
Our first visit to the Dusseldorf Show in Germany was a great experience and 
made all the more enjoyable by meeting up with fellow Knaus Owners Club 
members, Vic & Margaret Tointon and Mal & Lucy Cox. 
We each made our own way there and, although parked in different areas 
(there are 2000 spaces in all), we met up by calling initially on mobile 
‘phones and arranging to get together in the evenings to swap experiences.  -

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Remember - you saw it here first! 
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�Firstly, one is overwhelmed 
by the sheer size of the ten 
huge air-conditioned exhibi-
tion halls. All but two house 
motor homes and caravans, 
but predominately motor 
homes, from all of mainland 
Europe’ s manufacturers.   
You quickly realise you need 
two full days to do justice to 
view the huge range of mod-
els on display.  Unlike our 
outdoor shows in inclement 
weather the models on dis-
play are shown to best ef-
fect – gleaming under the 
lighting and looking ex-
tremely tempting.  

 We were obviously drawn to 
the Knaus stand and noted 
one feature change – this is 
the redesign of the external 
construction of the luton with 
GRP pre-formed edging on 
the Sun Traveller.  It was also 
confirmed that the high spec. 
Travel ler models have 
ceased. 
The star of the stand was a 
new model the Knaus ‘C 
Liner’  – designed specifically 
for a couple mainly on the 

move without space for enter-
taining guests.  The external 
design and shape are stunning 
and internally every thought 
has been given to providing 
every comfort for two.  A 
fixed bed, leather front swivel 
seats, electric screens, and           
a ‘gourmet’  kitchen package 
is also available with ceramic 
gas hob, built in coffee maker 
and cutlery storage, mineral 
work surfaces and table. It is 
also possible to have a 15”  
Flat LCD TV screen on a 
telescopic swivel arm that 
drops down from the over-
head cupboards.  The bath-
room area is equally ‘hi-tech’  
with a vacuum toilet. The 
overall package on a Renault 
chassis with all the technical 
features appears both practi-
cal and impressive.   It is pro-
jected to be on the market for 
March 2006 in a price range 
of 60-62,000 Euros. (approx. 
£44.000 +). 
There were two halls dedi-
cated to technical items and 
accessories.  The accessory 
area was the only part I found 
a little disappointing – there 
were only two stands selling 
miscellaneous items and none 
selling those hundreds of 
small items that one so often 
needs.  Otherwise the stands 
were for individual specialist 
products such as windows, 
boilers, etc., perhaps directed 
to manufacturers rather than 

‘users’ .  To satisfy the inner 
man or woman there were 
plenty of snack bars and 
restaurants to choose from 
and even a health and fitness 
area plus plenty of holiday & 
site information.  
The cost of a two-day pass 
and two days (three nights) 
unit parking for two people 
was 52 Euros (about £36), 
which equates very favoura-
bly with the cost of shows 
here at home.  So why not 
think about a visit in 2006?
