Recently | required two
new tyres on my Traveller.
The originals were Mich-
elin Campers with a max.
80psi to accommodate the
72.5psi recommended by
Knaus.

The tyre firm found the
originals were unavailable
and recommended Kleber
(made by Michelin for the
French market). These
were ordered but when |
went to have them fitted
found the maximum psi
was 65.

This was queried and the
fitter spoke with the Mich-
elin Technical Dept. who
made the following state-
ment.

‘The high recommended
psi of 72.5 was due to the
knowledge that many
motor homes were over-
loaded, not so much in the
UK, but on the Continent.’
Should | wish to have my
Knaus weighed, fully
loaded, and give the weight
on the front and rear axles
the technical department
would advise on the tyre
pressure needed. This done
their recommendation was
that my tyre pressures
could be reduced consid-
erably, should | wish, par-
ticularly on the front,
which could be well below
65 psi and take the lower
psi rated tyres.

In the mean time the tyre
company had located two
Michelin Camping tyres
and | was given a choice.
| decided on the more ex-
pensive Campers but re-
duced the pressure at the
front to 65 psi and the rear
to 68 psi.

This has certainly made a
softer more comfortable
ride with less vibration felt
on the steering wheel.

The Michelin  Technical
Department could not have
been more helpful and
should any of you wish to
do the same | am sure they
would be willing to assist
you with advice for your
particular vehicle.- M.Dixon
